A Clean Transport Systems Strategy (2012),
with specific measures to facilitate the
introduction of Clean Vehicles (e.g. rules on
interoperability of charging infrastructure,
guidelines and standards for refuelling

Extend our transport and infrastructure policy to
our immediate neighbours, including in the
